Assessment and Statistics Committee

The Assessment and Statistics Committee has overall responsibility for the philosophy, design and production of statistics reports and datafiles that describe and support the planning needs of AAHSL membership institutions.  The committee has the following duties:

· Development, editing and production of various editions of the Annual Statistics of Medical School Libraries in the United States and Canada
· Serving as area editors for annual and special surveys

· Providing assistance in revising surveys

· Defining, testing, evaluating new and existing statistics products

· Recommend new assessment strategies including outcomes and assessments measures that establish and support Knowledge Management in Education 

· Maintain AAHSL’s liaison with other statistics initiatives such as those conducted by ARL
· Establish a stronger liaison with the MLA Benchmarking program
· Publicizing and demonstrating the value of the Association’s assessment and statistical products
The Assessment and Statistics Committee Chair serves two three-year terms, at the pleasure of AAHSL Board, with an annual review.  On the advice of the Chair, members of the Assessment and Statistics committee are appointed by the AAHSL Board to a three-year term, which begins and ends with the publication of the most recent edition of the Annual Statistics.  The Committee meets annually at the Annual Meeting.
